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For Winter

It's that time of year again—
another riding season gone.

Most of us know the basics of
winter storage, but for the new riders
in our group, follow these basic rules
and your motorcycle will last a lot
longer.

Remember, GASOLINE is FLAM-
MABLE! DO NOT store your motor-
cycle with gas in the tank where open
flames, pilot lights or sparks may be
present. Make sure you clean your
motorcycle before starting these
storage tips.

1. Fill gas tank and add a gasoline
stabilizer. Run engine until stabilizer
has had time to reach and fill float
bowl, turn off fuel suply valve;

OR - Drain tank or tanks, plus fuel
bowl of your carb and spray both with
a light oil.

2. Make sure your oil tank is full.
Pinch off or remove and plug the feed
line to your oil pump. This will
eliminate the possibility of oil seeping
past the check ball and into the oil
pump and filling the engine’s flywheel
compartment with oil.

3. Remove spark plugs, spray or
inject a few squirts of engine oil into
each cylinder and crank 5 or 6 revolu-
tions. Caution: don’t look down at the
cylinders. This stuff is hard to get off
glasses. Reinstall spark plugs.

4. Adjust your chains and belts.

5. Check tire inflation. i you are
storing all winter, try to support the
motorcycie under the frame so that all
the weight is not on the tires.

6. Remove the battery and store it
out of freezing temperatures. Check

" it once a mont for electrolyte levels

and it wouldn’t hurt to put a 1 amp
trickle charge on it once a month
either. Yes, removing the battery does
prolong battery life. My last battery
lasted from ‘79 to ‘87 - not bad for
a H.D. battery.

7. Last but not least, cover your
motorcycle. There are many fine
covers on the market. Make sure you
get one that will breath, otherwise
you will promote condensation.

| hope that with these basic steps
that | follow, it will help you keep your
motorcycle going for over a couple
hundred thousand miles. I'm working
on my second hundred thousand. I’ll
try to give you more tips in future
issues. If anyone has ideas, let’s hear
